SAD DEMISE OF COM. SUBIR DUTT ON 16.05.2010

With great sorrow, we have to advise that Com. Subir Dutt aged 27 years, Probationary Officer of 2006 Batch met with a fatal accident on 23-05-2010. He was working as the Branch Manager of our Ansodar branch under BAO(R-III).  The accident occurred on the Kodinar-Una highway while a speeding truck collided with his Motor Cycle. Mr. Dutt expired on the spot while his friend was seriously injured.

It is an irreparable loss personally to his family members and we have also lost a young and bright comrade who had not only worked excellently for the bank but also stood by the Association for all the years along.  Other batchmates and Colleagues from surrounding branches - Com.Sajjan Kumar, Kundan and Alok etc. - took much pain i.e. from carrying the dead body to a local Hospital for Post Mortem. Shri Parbatbhai H. Solanki, the Chairman, Kodinar Municipal Corporation arranged for all helps for speedy completion of legal formalities, providing Ambulance to carry dead body to Ahmedabad as also for embalmment.   Com. Manoj Sinha and his 7 friends accompanied the dead body of late Subir Dutt in Ambulance till Ahmedabad where local office bearers Com. Rajput, Com. Batavia, Com. KL Makwana, Com. Turakhia arranged for embalmment of the dead body & packing in a coffin at Faiz Hospital Sarkhej. They also joined to Cargo Airport at Ahmedabad, booked tickets. While Circle Association is ready to extend monetary help in addition to all types of support, the Circle management has offered to bear the expenses in connection with post mortem, ambulance hiring, other medical expense including charges paid at Cargo Airport for coffin, air fare for two other colleagues accompanying the Coffin to Kolkatta.  Com. Manoj Sinha of RPL, Jamnagar Branch and others had gone to Baripur Village, the native place of late Shri Dutt for performing final rituals. 

That unluckily, late Dutt left behind three month old daughter, wife and an old widow mother is really a tragic situation for the survivors. Com. Manoj had assured the family members on behalf of the Association for all sort of help and also expediting payments / helps from the Bank to the family members of late Dutt.

We thank all the Comrades, especially Shri Solanki, the Chairman of Kodinar Municipal Corporation, our Office Bearers, the Controllers at Bhavnagar Administrative Office and other officers for timely support in the tragic moments. We pray Almighty to give courage to family members of late Dutt to bear unrecoverable loss. We pray ‘let the soul of Com. Subir Dutt rest in eternal peace.’
